Things to do to get involved

The boy Scouts of America has set up a program to help parents get more involved in their son’s scouting activities.  Although many parents serve on the Troop Committee there are many other smaller tasks that need to get done that would help the Troop function better.  Below you will find a list of these activities.  We are asking that each parent in the Troop choose at least one of these activities during the year.

1. Drivers for Campouts:  About once a month the Troop goes on an outing that might require more drivers than adults that are actually staying on the outing.  Usually it involves an hour on sat. morning and an hour on Sunday mourning.

2. Refreshments for Courts of Honor:  After a Court of Honor it is nice to socialize afterwards and congratulate the scouts on their accomplishments.  This person would coordinate people to get food and drink to enjoy during that social time.

3. Anniversary Dinner Planning:  This usually takes a team of people to plan the food, door prizes and decorations for the event.  This is usually one of the highlights of the year, as the Troop gets older more of our Eagle Scouts and parents come back to share in the celebration.
4. Board of Review Team:  We would like to establish a team of parents that can come to a meeting once a month or so to conduct this important task.  The Troop usually has enough committee members to do this most weeks but it prevents them from doing other things during the evening.  It is important to a Scout to advance and making them wait weeks is not recommended. You will be properly trained on how a Board is conducted.
5. St. Rita’s Cleanup:  This occurs the 2nd weekend in July.  The Troop has chosen to help St. Rita’s cleanup after their annual festival as our annual public service project.  On Saturday and Sunday mornings we go there and rake up bingo tickets and clean the tables.  The more people we have the quicker it will get done.
6. Renaissance Festival:  This is an Annual fundraiser for the Troop.  We spend the Saturday and Sunday keeping the grounds clean.  The scouts and parents get to enjoy the shows for free.  Cleanup gets busy during lunch and adults are needed to help haul the heavy trash bags outside the gate.  The Ren. Fest. People like us to have 8 scouts and 8 adults per day to keep the park clean.  No one should have to work both days, we are big enough to spread out the workload.
7. A&W Root Beer Float Sale:  In September and June the Troop goes to Kroger to sell root beer floats to raise scholarship money to send underprivileged scouts to camp.  We need 2 adults in the morning and 3 in the afternoon to just supervise the activity.
8. Merit Badge Counselor:  If you are in a profession that fits well into one of the 120 or so merit badges why not be a counselor?  You usually work with 2 or 3 scouts at a time.  It is more convenient for a scout to contact a parent within the Troop than to contact a counselor they don’t know.
9. Equipment Maintenance:  Once in a while a zipper on a tent might need repairing or the adult Quartermaster might like some help with something.  We would like to have travel bags made for our Troop and American Flag. When we put them in the trailer now they can get dirty or caught on other equipment.
